


Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights

INTRODUCTION

The Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights (MCR) is an
interdisciplinary and international postgraduate programme in children's
rights which attracts a diverse range of graduate students from all over the
world. The 2009-2010 cycle of this two-year programme will begin on 16
February 2009 and the deadline for applications is 15 September 2008.

The 1989 UN Convention on the Rights of the Child has had an enormous
impact on States, institutions, national legislation and practice. Increasingly,
administrative, judicial and political decisions are being taken as a direct or
indirect consequence of the implementation of the Convention. The MCR
aims to provide students with the in-depth knowledge of the Convention
that is required by practitioners working in the area of children's rights
today.

OBJECTIVES
The Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights is a part-time two-year
postgraduate programme that combines residential teaching and distance
learning. The overall objectives of the MCR are:
To acquire extended and specialised knowledge in children's rights in
their theoretical as well as in their practical dimensions through the
introduction of different concepts and approaches;
To understand the role of international instruments on children's rights
for the implementation and monitoring of children's rights with a
particular focus on the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child;
To privilege both an international and an interdisciplinary approach to
the study of children's rights;
To promote reflection concerning the effective practical application of
the concepts and principles underlying the Convention on the Rights of
the Child.

PARTICIPANTS

The programme is designed for professionals who work with children's
rights issues including: lawyers, psychologists, sociologists, judges, law
enforcement officers, social workers, teachers, government officials, staff
from non-governmental organisations, academics and journalists. The
participation of students with different backgrounds and levels of
professional experience in an interactive learning environment helps to
foster exchanges on theoretical and practical problems. Programme alumni
now hold positions in national and international governmental and non-
governmental organisations such as OHCHR, ILO, HCR, UNICEF, ICRC,
Human Rights Watch, Save the Children, BICE, national and regional
administrations and academic institutions.

ORGANIZATION

Partners

The Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights is jointly organised by:
The University of Fribourg, Switzerland, represented by its Law Faculty
and the Institute for family research and counselling, and
The Institut Universitaire Kurt Bosch (IUKB), in association with the
International Institute for the rights of the child (IDE), both in Sion,
Switzerland.

An expert committee made up of professors and academic staff affiliated
with the partner institutions assures the scientific direction and
administration of the programme.



STUDY PROGRAMME

Overview

The programme takes place over a two-year period and requires
participants to attend four week-long residential modules per year. In
addition to the residential modules and the completion of exercises and
examinations based on the required course reading materials, students are
also expected to devise an individual training programme which consists of
a segment of practical experience (internship), the preparation of a report
on conferences or meetings attended and the completion of a research
paper (Master's thesis). The teaching activities are supported by tutors who
are assigned to each student for the purposes of quiding and supervising
their research work and by an interactive internet Platform.

Residential modules

The programme comprises eight compulsory week-long residential
modules, i.e. four modules per year. Each module of the Master addresses
a particular theme and is held alternately at the IUKB in Sion and at the
University of Fribourg. Students are invited to play an active role during the
modules, which make use of different working methods including lectures,
group discussions, simulation games, field visits, poster sessions, round
table discussions and public lectures. During the modules, students also
have time to prepare and work on their individual training programme (ITP)
and meet with their tutors.

A residential module typically runs as follows:

Work related to the modules

In order to encourage critical reading and analysis of the scientific and
professional literature on children's rights, students receive a
comprehensive series of MCR Readers containing articles published by the
lecturers as well as other relevant material. At the end of each module
particular tasks are assigned, related to one or more topics discussed
during the following module. Students are also required to work in small
groups composed of participants from different disciplinary and
geographical backgrounds in order to carry out an assignment that is
developed over several modules. Group work can take different forms, e.g.
responding to a demand for research from external partners including
different international organisations and NGOs or contributing to a
conference on children's rights.



Individual training programme (ITP)

For the individual training programme (ITP), each student is required to
define a particular research subject related to the MCR Programme that he
or she wishes to further develop. In order to define and organise his or her
ITP and to help with its development, the participant will be supervised by a
tutor, who gives guidance and assistance on the different tasks related to the
[TP.

The ITP has to take into account the international and interdisciplinary
perspectives of the programme and includes: reports on children's rights
conferences attended; an internship report (2 weeks); and the drafting of an
extended research paper (Master's thesis).

ECTS Credits

The programme is held over a period of two years and consists of 1,500
training hours, which constitute the equivalent of 60 ECTS credits
(European Credit Transfer System), whereby 25 hours of student work-load
count for 1 ECTS Credit.

LANGUAGE

The language of instruction and discussion during the modules is English.
Languages accepted for writing exercises include English, French and
German.

TEACHING STAFF

Lectures are given by international experts in the field of children's rights
from the academic world, inter-governmental bodies and non-
governmental institutions. The participation of these prominent academics
and highly skilled field experts with various types of expertise and from
different countries ensures that a diversity of disciplinary and cultural
viewpoints on children’s rights issues is presented.

ADMISSION AND SELECTION

Admission requirements

Applicants are required to hold a university degree (or equivalent), and are
expected to have at least two years of professional experience relevant to
the programme. Applicants must have a very good working knowledge of
English in order to participate actively in the modules.

Selection and admission procedure
Applications using the MCR application form have to be submitted
before 15 September 2008 and should include:

a letter of motivation;

copies of degrees and diplomas;

a curriculum vitae that includes career details and work experience in

children's rights;

two letters of reference from people in a position to judge the applicant's

professional and/or academic abilities.
The MCR Executive Committee will examine applications. If necessary, they
may seek additional information from the referees or invite the candidate
for an interview. All candidates shall be notified of the decision regarding
their acceptance to the MCR before 15 October 2008. If there is
disagreement with the Executive Committee's decision, the applicant may
appeal to the Scientific Committee, whose decisions are final.

Auditors

A limited number of auditors will be allowed to attend one or several
individual module(s) of the Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights.
Auditors pay a fee of CHF 1,500 (approximately 1,000 EUR / 1,200 USD) per
module and receive a certificate of attendance for the (specified) module(s).



ASSESSMENT
Students are assessed at various points throughout the programme based
on several criteria:
Presence and active participation in the modules;
Examinations and other periodic written assessment tasks;
Satisfactory completion of homework between the modules;
Assessment of the individual training programme (conference reports,
internship report, Master's thesis);
Presentation of the thesis.

CERTIFICATION

At the end of the programme, participants who have met the evaluation
requirements of the academic programme receive a degree that is jointly
delivered by the Law Faculty of the University of Fribourg and the IUKB. The
degree awarded is the Master of Advanced Studies in Children's Rights.

FEES

Registration fee

CHF 90 (approximately 56 EUR | 87 USD)

Tuition fee

The tuition fee for the two-year programme is CHF 10,500 (approximately
6,550 EUR / 10,200 USD); this sum does not include travel or living expenses.
Cancellation

Cancellations before the seventh module will be charged (cancellation
costs between 15% and 25% of the tuition fee + auditor's fee per module
attended).

Insurance

Prior to final enrolment, students accepted for the programme are required
to provide proof that they are covered for accident and health insurance in
Switzerland.

Fellowships

Applicants are responsible for securing their own funding to participate in
the MCR. No programme-related fellowships are available.
